Award-winning musical ambassadors from Russia, "Moscow Nights" is an exciting, versatile group of world-recognized, prize-
winning musicians.   Having established themselves as one of the fastest rising musical groups in the United States, these classically 
trained artists first took Western Europe by storm and now are bringing their enthralling music to North America.

their Conservatory studies, they regrouped in 1996 in the United States.  Initially touring the Western states and the Hawaiian 
Islands, the group met with great acclaim due to their considerable talents and natural exuberance.  Their venues have been as 
ǾŀǊƛŜŘ ŀǎ CƛǊǎǘ bƛƎƘǘ bŜǿ ¸ŜŀǊΩǎ 9ǾŜ /ŜƭŜōǊŀǘƛƻƴǎ ǘƻ ǘƘŜ 5ŜƴǾŜǊ /ŜƴǘŜǊ ŦƻǊ ǘƘŜ tŜrforming Arts.

In 1993 the company Golden Gates was created in St. Petersburg, Russia.  Drawing upon students from ǘƘŜ !ǳǘƘƻǊΩǎ !ŜǎǘƘŜǘƛŎ 
Music Secondary School, these children became the first members of the group, and they began performing at various cultural 
events, folk festivals and concerts throughout Russia and Europe. Currently under the direction of Marina Tourlygina, and ranging in 
ages from five to fifteen, the group is now including Russian dancers as well as singers.   
 
Moscow Nights/Golden Gates are embarking upon their fifth tour of the United States, receiving rave reviews across the country.
